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Appendix 1.1 World War One U-Boats Which Might Have Been Lost 

in the Study Area 

 

This list is derived from research carried out during the production of this thesis. The list 

represents cases which remain unresolved where the U-boat was known to have been ordered to 

operate in or transit through the Channel. This list should not be considered definitive due to the 

unreliability of archival sources. 

UC19  

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk 4 December 1916 close to the Dover net 

barrage by HMS Llewellyn (NA ADM239/26). The Admiralty later conceded that the U-boat 

attacked was UB18 (NA ADM275/13). UC19 left base on 27 November to lay mines of Le 

Havre and then operate in the Channel (Messimer 2002, 256). Nothing is known of its 

movements. It is possible this is the wreck (UC) as discussed in Chapter 1.2. 

UB29 

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk 6 December 1916 in the Western Approaches 

by HMS Ariel (NA ADM239/26). It has now been shown that UB29 sunk a ship the following 

day (Messimer 2002, 150). The alternative attack which could have sunk UB29 took place on 13 

December off the Dover net barrage when HMS Landrail surprised a U-boat on the surface and 

dropped depth-charges as it dived. If this attack was successful (which is far from certain) then 

it is possible that the wreck (UB/UCII) (see Chapter 1.2) could be UB29. 

UC18 

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk by HMS Medea on 12 March 1918 (NA 

ADM239/26). In fact the U-boat was already dead by that date. UC18 sailed on 16 February for 

operations in the Channel (Messimer 2002, 255). It is possible that it was sunk off the Channel 

Isles in a fight with the Q-ship Lady Olive on 19 February, but the wreck remains to be located. 

UC68 

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk by the submarine HMS C7 on 5 April 1917 

(NA ADM239/26). In fact UC68 could not have been present. It sailed for operations in the 

Channel on 10 March 1917 and it fate remains unexplained. Lowrey (2009) suggests that it may 

have been sunk by Q-ship Privet off the Eddystone Light and Messimer (2002, 306) suggests it 

blew up on its own mines off Start Point. Until a wreck is located its fate remains obscure. 
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UB36  

The 1919 List simply lists this U-boat as sunk to unknown causes in July 1917 (NA 

ADM239/26). UB36 sailed for the Channel on 9 May 1917 to operate of Brittany. It may have 

sunk a ship on the 21st and been subsequently rammed (Messimer 2002, 157), although this 

cannot currently be substantiated. 

UB32  

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk by a seaplane off Cherbourg on 18 August 

1917 (NA ADM239/26). In fact UB32 did not leave for its final patrol until 10 September 1917, 

when it was ordered into the Channel via Dover (Messimer 2002, 154). There is currently no 

explanation for the loss of this U-boat. 

UC72  

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk on 22 September 1917 in the southern North 

Sea by a seaplane (NA ADM239/26). In fact by that date UC72 was already dead. The 

alternative fate suggested for this U-boat was that it was sunk by the Q-ship Acton on 20 August 

1917 (Messimer 2002, 310) although at the time the engagement was considered inconclusive. 

No wreck has been found.  

UC21  

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk on 27 September 1917 in the mine nets north 

of the Dover Straits, just outside the Study Area (NA ADM239/26). The U-boat sailed on its 

last patrol on 13 September to operate in the Channel. Nothing is known of what happened to it 

(Messimer 2002, 258) and its wreck has not been located. 

UB18  

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk on 17 November 1917 by being mined. This 

thesis has shown it was UC51 destroyed at this time (See Chapter 1.3). UB18 actually sailed for 

the Channel on 1 December 1917 and did not return. Nothing is known of its movements after 4 

December. It is possible it was rammed by the trawler Ben Lawers in the Western Approaches; 

the remote location explaining why the wreck has not been located. 

U109  

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was mined in the Dover Barrage on 26 January 1918 

(NA ADM239/26). U109 left base on that date for operations in St. Georges Channel. The 

commander could choose the route to take and it is unknown whether he attempted to cross the 

minefield or go around Scotland (Messimer 2002, 120). Nothing else is known of the 

movements of this U-boat. It may be that it is the U-boat wreck currently named (Submarine) 

off Dover, but this far from certain. 
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UC50  

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was depth-charged in the eastern Channel by HMS 

Zubian on 4 February 1918 (NA ADM239/26). The depth-charges were dropped in the “swirl” 

where the U-boat dived and as seen in other cases (such as UC19 above) it is unlikely they 

resulted in kills. The shallow waters where this incident occurred would almost certainly have 

yielded a wreck by now and they have not.  

UB54 

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat is listed as being sunk in the North Sea in March 1918 

(NA ADM239/26). However, its patrol area has been shown by Spindler (1965, 65) to be the 

Channel and he suspected it had been mined. The Room 40 history sheet for this boat reveals 

that nothing was known of its movements after October 1917 (NA ADM137/3916). There is 

currently no explanation for its loss. 

UC78 

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was mined in the Dover Barrage on 2 May 1918 (NA 

ADM239/26). There is no wreck which could be this U-boat in that area. UC78 left for 

operations in the Channel on 2 May 1918 (Messimer 2002, 315). It seems that it laid its mines 

(see Chapter 1.1) and then disappeared. There is currently no certain explanation for its loss. 

UC77 

According to the 1919 List, this U-boat was sunk on 10 July 1918 in the southern North Sea 

(NA ADM239/26). In fact UC77 didn’t sail until the following day, when it left for the Channel. 

Nothing is known of its subsequent movements (Messimer 2002, 314). This could very likely be 

the unidentified UCII wreck located in an area of 1918 minefields off Flanders (Termote 1999, 

129), but the wreck has not been positively identified. 

UB103 

According to the 1919 List UB103 was mined in the Dover Barrage on 16 September 1918 NA 

ADM239/26). In fact UB103 had sailed on 14 August and was most likely already dead. 

Nothing is known of the U-boat’s movements but it is a very good candidate to be one of two 

unidentified late war UBIIIs on the Sandettie Bank (Termote 1999, 139-144) but the wreck has 

not been identified.

UB26

This U-boat was attacked by depth-charges on 5 April 1916 whilst in the approaches to Le 

Havre attempting to lay mines. It surfaced and scuttled and the crew were captured. Three days 

later the U-boat was raised. It was later commissioned into the French Navy (Messimer 2002, 

145-148). Similar details appear in the 1919 List (NA ADM239/26). 

UC61

UC61 ran aground and was scuttled on 26 July 1917 near the village of Wissant on the French 

side of the Pas de Calais. Much of the wreck was undamaged in scuttling and was taken away 

for examination (Messimer 2002, 299). Similar details appear in the 1919 List (NA 

ADM239/26). 

UC69

On 6 December 1917 this U-boat was accidentally sunk in a collision with the homeward bound 

U96. The incident took place off Barfleur. Most of UC69’s crew were rescued. The U-boat is 

thought to have exploded when it hit the seabed (Messimer 2002, 307). There is no doubt a 

wreck is present off Barfleur and has not been located. This incident appears in the 1919 List 

(NA ADM239/26) as a brief entry. The British became aware of the loss of this U-boat in 

March 1918, but did not know the circumstances until September (presumably from prisoners) 

and the details of the incident do not appear in the 1919 List. 
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Appendix 2.1 World War Two U-Boats Which Might Have Been Lost 

in the Study Area 

 

The U-boats listed below were either a) listed in 1946 as lost in the Study Area graded “B” (or 

less) and have not been found, or b) are now considered to have possibly been lost in the Study 

Area. In all cases the evidence has not been matched to any known wrecks. 

U740 

This U-boat was listed as being sunk by Liberator F/120 in a “B” attack outside the Study Area 

at 49 49;08 37W on 9 June 1944. This attack was reassessed by Niestlé in 1996, because as 

U740 was ordered to the Plymouth area from Brest, it would not have been so far to the west. 

He states the attack was probably directed against a non-sub target (Niestlé 1998, 232-233). If 

correct, this means that U740 might be found in the Study Area in the future. 

U927 

This U-boat is listed as being sunk by Warwick K/179 on 24 February 1945 off Falmouth (BA 

ADM199/1789 No. 656). The attack was graded “B”. No wreck has so far been located in this 

well-surveyed area and this assessment must be considered problematic. 

U1055 

This U-boat was listed in 1946 as being sunk outside the Study Area in a “B” attack by a 

Catalina at 48 00; 06 30W (NA ADM199/1789, No.741). In 1992, Niestlé reassessed this attack 

and stated that it had sunk U1107 (NHB FDS445). Subsequently, NHB accepted this 

reattribution and suggested in 1997 that since U1055 had actually been ordered into the Channel 

it may have been lost there or on passage (NHB 1997). There is the possibility that (U772) may 

turn out to be U1055 (see Case Study No. Five). 

U246/U1169 

U246 is listed as a “B” sinking in the Study Area on 29 March 1945 at 49 58;05 25W (NA 

ADM199/1789 No.681). However the personal effects of crewmembers of U246 have been 

identified among the items collected from the sea at another attack in the Irish Sea. It has been 

suggested that actually U1169 was sunk here (Niestlé 1998, 225). The AUD Assessment of this 

attack (NA ADM199/1786 AUD785/45) states a U-boat was hit by hedgehog, but the 

description of the attack did not convince the group commander, although AUD took a more 

positive view and graded the attack “B”. The absence of a U-boat wreck in this well-surveyed 

area seems to make this case problematic and it seems unlikely that a U-boat wreck is present. 
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Appendix 2.2 The 1946 List of the 31 U-Boat Losses in the Study Area 

During World War Two (with corrections due to typographic errors) 

 

The official 1946 List of U-boat losses in WW2 (NA ADM199/1789) claimed that 31 U-boats 

were lost in the Study Area during the war. The identities and distribution of these stated losses 

is shown here in tabular (Figure X2) form and as a map (Figure X1). This list is the point at 

which the historic text will be compared to the extant archaeology as known in 2012, so it is 

important that the list and the supporting maps be as AUD intended in 1946. 

The first thing which will be noted is that three of the stated positions have actually been listed 

incorrectly, with numeral reversals accounting for the incorrect location of U672 (see chapter 

2.3) and mistakes in the numerals “3” and “5” accounting for the incorrect positions of U1063 

and U247. U1063 should be at 3 degrees west and U247 at 5 degrees west. The red arrows on 

Figure X1 serve to correct these mistakes and show the actual intended positions of the wrecks. 

With the distance of time now passed it is impossible to know why these errors were not 

corrected at the time. It can only be presumed that the run-down in staff at OIC and AUD in 

April 1945, discussed in the introduction to this section of the thesis is partly to blame. Further 

diagrams using the 1946 List have been corrected to show where the wrecks were intended to be 

listed.

A system fitted to late WW2 U-boats which 

allowed the engines to be run while the submarine was submerged, 

allowing for recharging and ventilation without surfacing. 

Special Intelligence The term used by the OIC to define any material decrypted by 

Bletchley Park and its contemporaries in Canada and the U.S.; all of 

which was Ultra Secret. This has led to the name “Ultra” being 

erroneously used. 

The Spout The shipping lane between Portsmouth and Normandy/Cherbourg 

which became operational during the D-Day period until the end of 

WW2.  

Tracking Room The U-boat Tracking Room at the OIC which plotted the known or 

anticipated locations of all U-boats at sea. The room was commanded 

by Captain Rodger Winn RNVR. 
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THSA The Technical History Section of the Admiralty 

U-Boat Situation This was a weekly report on U-boat dispositions, activities and losses 

distributed by the OIC to the highest ranking officials and officers 

engaged in ASW during WW2.
